May of 2010 was the lowest point in my life. | had
begun transition from male to female in Septem-
ber of 2009 and many changes were happening
to my body and my spirit. It was the lowest point
for me because in May Linda had gone away by
herself to Philadelphia to think over what was
happening in our lives yet again. Why yet again?
Because | had told Linda when | was 26 years old
and married for 7 years that | was a woman and
had been dealing with this since the age of 4.

She knew this time | was not going to turn back
on myself. She had to think about whether it was
something that she could accept about me now
24 years later having known about it all along and
hoping it would go away. She had to consider
whether she wanted to remain a part of my life
and if we would remain a married couple.

Our second grandchild was being born that May
so it gave her a reason to get away alone to think
it over and answer these questions for herself. |
knew in my heart what her decision would ulti-
mately be because she had made it once before
so | sank into a deep depression.

At the time | was servicing computers in doctors’
offices and patient service centers as a computer
technician traveling all over the state.

| was on the road quite often and would frequently
travel over the Sunshine Skyway Bridge. On this
particular day as | was driving over it | was think-
ing about Linda and the children. | knew with the
decision Linda would make that | could not live
without her and the children in my life so | made a
choice that day.

goodbye video on my cell phone to Linda and the chil-
dren. My plan was to send the video message and then
find an area of the bridge that | could drive off with my car
with the windows closed all but enough to let the water in
freely and the doors locked. They installed jumper nets
to keep people from jumping off the bridge but the net
would not stop a car from falling into the bay. In the car
filled with water | would quickly sink to the bottom of the
bay and my pain and hurt would finally be over.

As | was recording the video my mind wondered over the
years of my life and then out of nowhere | began hearing
questions.

Why are you doing this? You say you love your wife and
children and yet you would do this to them? How will they
feel? Why would you let the haters of the world be able to
say YES WE GOT ANOTHER ONE?

After all of the questions | received one instruction. DO
NOT DO THIS. But in that direct instruction | felt the hurt
of a loving parent that | could not see.

| stopped recording the video and erased it. All day long |
knew | had to do something but | could not figure out
what it was. When | got home that evening | just started
searching on the internet. | searched, Gay, Lesbian,
transgender, transsexual and finally Churches that would
accept all of the above. | found Spring Hill United Church
of Christ only 3 miles from my home. The questions and
instructions had come from God. He knew | had reached
my limit and could not take any more pain so he inter-
vened that day. He wanted me to find peace in a new
Church. | had decided that | would like to attend this

church to see if what they say on their webpage was
true. Do they truly accept ALL people?

Linda had come back home by this point and now |
needed to convince her to go to a different church with
me knowing she was not happy with me. She agreed to
attend one service. From the very first greeting at the
door to the welcome hugs during the greeting of guests |
was home. | was finally HOME. Linda felt the welcome
also and we agreed to try another service and even a
bible study. That was something | had NEVER done
before. Linda is fond of telling everyone | rented pew
space in our other churches. Giggle.

Social Justice Team Sponsors Human Rights Film—Why does a nation that boasts of guarantees of justice
and personal liberty hold a growing number of Arabs and Muslims as political prisoners? Dr. Sami al-Arian, a
distinguished professor and community leader, was incarcerated for over five years, often under extremely
hard conditions. Although a jury of his peers failed to return even a single guilty verdict, Dr. al-Arian remains
under house arrest awaiting another trial.

Friends of Human Rights is a interfaith group that began at First UCC in Tampa when Dr. al-Arian was first
arrested. Dr. Melva Underbakke, director this group, will present the film “USA vs. Al-Arian,” which docu-
ments the effects of the trial on Dr. al-Arian’s family. The film has won several international awards including
Best Film at the New Orleans Human Rights Film Festival. Dr. Underbakke remains close friends of the fam-
ily of Dr. al-Arian and will bring current information about Dr. al-Arian’s situation as well lead us in a discus-
sion about the quest for as well as the misuse of justice.

Following 1s an excerpt from the Christian Science
Monitor:
“A most difficult challenge to face in life is the
death of a loved one. Lost property or posses-
sions can be restored or replaced, but the death
of a loved one can seem so final.

One of the most comforting affirmations of life in
the face of death found in the Bible is St. Paul’s
bold statement in his letter to the Romans: “I am
persuaded that neither death, nor life, nor angels,
nor principalities, nor powers, nor things present,
nor things to come, nor height, nor depth, nor
any other creature, shall be able to separate us
from the love of God, which 1s in Christ Jesus

our Lord.” (Romans 8: 38-39).

The central message of Christ Jesus’ life and
teaching, demonstrated mn his resurrection, 1s
that death 1s not the end of life. Life 1s eternal,
and the mterruption of death cannot do what it
claims to do. It cannot rob anyone of his or
her life in God, which 1s eternal. But more
than that, it cannot separate anyone from the
“love of God”. This statement applies not only
to those who have passed on, but to those who
remain here.

Missing those who have left us 1s often the
toughest 1ssue. Jesus taught and showed us that
God’s love for each of His children 1s eternal
and boundless. His unfailing goodness 1s ex-
pressed through countless ndividuals all
around us.
